Borough
Council members have been approached by numernizensi of the Borough voicing their concerns
regarding the environmental and financial impais ghoject could have on our community.

Based on the recommendations of several Stat&aderal government agencies and the
overwhelming numbers of borough citizens whom haieed concern over the project, we the Borough
Council of Coudersport, the representatives ophaple, here by recommend against this treatment
facility, furthermore we respectfully request tMA adopt a motion to cease all activity regarding
this project at their next meeting. “
